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Establishment size is another determinant of health insurance
coverage. Large companies are more likely to provide health
insurance coverage compared to smaller employers. In 2018,
wage-and-salary construction workers in establishments with over
500 employees were nearly 2.5 times as likely to receive coverage
through their employment than those in establishments with fewer
than 10 employees (68.7% vs 27.6%; chart 8).
